Agriculture and Environmental Standard Statements

Animal Science

Applying principles of anatomy and physiology, nutrition, reproduction, health, genetics, behavior and training to the production and management of animals raised in both a domesticated and/or natural environment. Planning, implementing, managing, and/or providing support services to the selection, reproduction, health, marketing, care, sanitation and waste management and feeding management of animals.

Plant Science

Applying principles of anatomy and physiology, nutrition, reproduction, genetics, and health to all phases in the production and/or management of plants in both a domesticated and natural environment. Planning, implementing, managing, and/or providing support services to the identification, selection and breeding, planting, breeding, fertilization, maintaining, and harvesting of plants and plant products.

Food Science

Applying principles of food processing and food science to the food industry. Planning, implementing, managing, and/or providing services to the preservation and packaging of foods and food products - including food safety, regulations, new product development, and labeling.

Ag Business Operations

Applying principles of economics and business management to agribusiness in both an entrepreneur, manager or employee role. Planning, implementing, managing, and/or providing support services to marketing plans, human resource management, legal policy, materials management, and accounting services.

Engineering

Applying principles of engineering to mechanical equipment, structures, biological systems, land treatment, power utilization and technology. Planning, implementing, managing, and/or providing support services to facility design and construction, equipment design, manufacture, repair, and service; and agricultural technology

Environmental Science

Applying principles of environmental safety, health, and wise use of renewable and non-renewable resources. Planning, implementing, managing, and/or providing support services to soil, air, and water management; land use planning; watershed management and protection; water treatment; waste treatment; pollution control; land treatment, and recreational use of natural resources.
